Listening:
» Gain an overall understanding of an extended spoken text which includes
some familiar language.

Reading:

Writing:
» Write phrases and some simple sentences from memory and write a short
text such as an email with support from a word bank.
» Use a wide range of adjectives to describe people and things and use
different verbs to describe actions.

Grammar:
» Understand how to make changes to an adjective in order for it to ‘agree’

with the relevant noun.
» Adapt sentences to form negative sentences and begin to form questions.
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
