The RAF Voyager, is an Airbus A330 jet and was re-purposed for use by the UK
government in 2015, at a cost of £10m.

It was first used to take David Cameron and other ministers to the Nato summit in
Poland in July 2016. At the time, the government defended the expenditure, saying
\ it was cheaper than chartering flights and would save about £775,000 a year.
